DAY 1: Home City to The Pas, MB
Starting out in Regina, the coach will travel to
Saskatoon with pickups en route.

The afternoon is yours to explore the town
at your leisure, visit the local shops, or stop
by the Parks Canada Interpretive Centre,
located in the train station. Later, board the
Via Rail Train for your overnight journey back
to Thompson.
